As you read the novel, The Boy in the Striped Pajamas by John Boyne, you will need to have background knowledge of the historical event around which this novel is centered.  There are political, economic, geographic and social reasons for how and why Hitler came to power and began his Final Solution, known as the Holocaust. You will investigate a variety of sources to determine those categorical reasons and make connections to the novel, The Boy in the Striped Pajamas by John Boyne.
