Crops grown and use - Subsistence or cash crop farming and what crops
Raw materials available – what did they use from the land and how did they use it
Religion – how did it impact government, lifestyle, land or voting rights
List one important person and why they are important
Grading:
Each item is worth 10 points (9 items x 10 = 90 points for content)
Quality of presentation, including creativity (5 points)
Bibliography – cite your sources on the back of your poster or the last slide  (5 points)
